CHECK THESE ENERGY-SAVING TIPS OFF YOUR LIST 

Summer weather is here, and high temperatures and increased humidity can lead 
to a spike in your home energy use. Stay cool this season and reduce your energy 
costs with these tips:

•	 Weather-strip or caulk around 
windows and door frames to  
prevent air leaks and keep cooled  
air in the home.

•	 Use ceiling fans or portable fans 
instead of air conditioning — but 
remember to turn fans off when  
you leave the room.

•	 Traditional lightbulbs use more 
energy and give off more heat than 
LED bulbs. Switch to LEDs to save 
money on lighting and reduce home 
heat buildup.

•	 Use your grill. Cooking on the  
stove or in the oven can raise your 
kitchen’s temperature by as much  
as 10 degrees.

•	 Make sure vents aren't blocked  
by furniture or curtains. This helps 
HVAC systems work more efficiently.
